Non-healing wounds ooze. Eyes are
matted closed. Feet are bleeding,
dry, cracked and deformed.

We were very fortunate this past
March to have been able to treat
the children at the OIH facility
for worms. This medicine was
desperately needed.

However, there were many more
people to treat and for more than
just worms. Bergeline Florvilus,
R.N., OIH Health Coordinator,
says, “There are so many people
who come for treatment, but we
need more help.” The medical staff
who went to Haiti in March were
overwhelmed by the number of
people who came to the clinic.

Experience has shown us that
in order to reach these people
spiritually, we must tend to their
physical needs. Personally, we
know that if we are uncomfortable
it is difficult to concentrate on
anything!
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Our focus this year, along
with building the church and
drilling additional wells, will
be to reach out to medical
professionals, doctors, dentists
and nurses, who would be
willing to include Haiti in
their mission projects. We
